1.Name the parasite responsible for Chagas disease and identify its nickname. (2x5 points) 
2. List five ways a person might become infected with Chagas disease.  (10 points)
3. Identify the most recognized marker of acute Chagas disease. (10 points)
4. Identify the bacteria pathogen that causes Q fever as well as the first line of treatment for all adults. (2x5 points)
5. What vector is responsible for an arbovirus? (10 points)
